UAE has attracted more than $75 billion in foreign direct investment (FDI) since 2000 to emerge as the second largest foreign capital destination in the Arab world after Saudi Arabia. Saudi Arabia accounted for around 38 per cent of the overall Arab FDI despite a sharp decline in its FDI in 2010, when it stood at around $21.5 billion compared with nearly $36.5 billion in 2009. FDI flow stood at around $54 billion into Egypt, nearly $35 billion into Qatar, $31 billion into Lebanon and about $24 billion into Sudan.

A breakdown showed there was a decline in most regional states except Lebanon, Morocco, and conflict battered Libya and Iraq.
Iraq plans to execute $60bn worth of national railway projects in the next five years as the country rebuilds its crumbling infrastructure. The projects involve the construction and rehabilitation of six major rail lines that will form Iraq’s national railway network when they are completed as planned in 2014.  However, before construction can start on the railways, Iraq needs to find the money to finance them and is asking international companies to express an interest in investing. “The bidding is based on the investment law and that means the investors should build these links and manage the project. They will get the funds back by having the returns for many years, between 20 and 50 years,” says a source at the Salahaddin Investment Commission, which is overseeing the railway projects and is also part of Iraq’s wider National Investment Commission. The six railway lines will run all across Iraq and will cover more than 1,243 kilometres when complete. One scheme involves the rehabilitation of what is known as the North-South line. It runs from Salahaddin province in northern Iraq through Baghdad, Kut, Aumarrah to Basra in the south. The line will be 700km in length. A second line will connect Baghdad in the centre of the country with Baquba, Kirkuk, Irbil and Mosul in the far north. Iraq is also seeking investment to build a 228km line that will run from Musaib through Karbala and Najaf and on to Samawah in the south. The Karbala-Ramadi railway will run from Karbala in the south to Ramadi, west of Baghdad. This 113-kilometre railway is designed to connect the southern provinces of Karbala and Najaf with the phosphate mine in Akashat. In the 1980s, there were also plans to extend this line into Jordan. A final rail project involves building a new 90km, predominantly freight line that will connect the Grand Faw port in Basra with the national railway network.

Saudi Arabia has dominated the GCC projects market in 2011. So far this year, it accounts close to half the total contracts awarded in the six member countries. This accounts for 48 per cent of all the contracts awarded in the GCC during 2011.  The second most active market in the GCC for contract awards is the UAE.  This year, it has signed $20.7 bn of contracts, accounting 27 percent of the work awarded in GCC.  The plan targets a range of sectors, from housing, social infrastructure, healthcare, transportation etc.

Today, most of the overseas projects are being executed on a turnkey basis and Indian companies need to supplement their skill and capability depending upon the nature of the job they are doing and to gearing up to handle larger projects.   In this process some Indian companies have executed project in Hong Kong, Sultanate of Oman. The Indian companies have significant presence in the Gulf region, Africa, Brazil and some part of Asia.

                                                  (FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE)


The Union Finance Minister, Shri Pranab Mukherjee in the General Budget 2009-10, has announced the extension of the Adjustment Assistance Scheme for providing enhanced Export Credit and Guarantee Corporation (ECGC) cover of 95% up to March 2010. The Scheme was initiated in December 2008 to mitigate the difficulties faced by the exporters. Further the allocation of the Market Development Assistance (MDA) Scheme has been enhanced by 148% over B.E. 2008-09 to Rs.124 crores: the MDA scheme provides support to exporters in developing new markets.

In addition, Market Access Initiative (MAI) Scheme is also another export promotion scheme envisaged by the government  to act as a catalyst to promote India's exports on a sustained basis. In this scheme, assistance is provided (to exporters) for enhancement of exports in accessing new markets or by increasing share in the existing markets.

Oman-UK venture wins $331m airport contract 

A consortium comprising Oman Investment Corporation (OIC) and the UK-based Ultra Electronics has won a RO127.5 million ($331 million) systems integration project at the Muscat and Salalah airports.

OIC, a leading private equity investment firm with investments in oil, gas, petrochemicals, manufacturing and services industries, said the duo will establish a new company 'Ultra Middle East' based in Oman to execute and manage the project.

The scope of the contract covers the supply of all electronic infrastructure, including installing Ultra’s airport IT systems, IT networks, communications and security systems at both airports.

Muscat and Salalah airports are being developed to be capable of handling 48 and 10 million passengers per annum, respectively. The development of these airports has been commissioned by the Omani Ministry of Transport & Communications.

As per the contract agreement, Ultra Middle East will act as the master systems integrator for new terminals at Muscat and Salalah airports, said the UK-based Ultra, a global provider of advanced airport IT solutions.
 
OIC will have 30 per cent shareholding in the new venture, said Kalat G Al Bulooshi, chief executive officer of Oman Investment Corporation.

'We are creating an Omani business which will enable the execution of the airport project and similar long term operations and maintenance support for this project as well as for projects in other GCC countries. We will be creating a new value added company utilizing high calibre Omani human resources,' he added.

On the project win, Al Bulooshi said: 'This recognises our ability in attracting and bringing international partners and expertise to Oman such as Ultra Electronics with a leading track record in developing and supplying electronic infrastructure.'

Rakesh Sharma, chief executive of Ultra, said: "We have assembled a world-class team of companies that complement the IT systems and software that Ultra has developed over recent years.'

'This award is another example of Ultra’s ability to team internationally and reach up the supply chain to deliver innovative solutions to customers’ requirements,' he added.

Ultra Electronics, he said, was an internationally successful defence, security, transport and energy company with a long, consistent track record of development and growth.

Al Bulooshi said this new Ultra partnership will transfer know-how and technology to Oman. 'Together with our partner, Ultra, we are confident that we will be able to deliver the project successfully,' he stated.

Al Bulooshi pointed out that the new venture will create around 450 jobs during the project execution phase and award around 50 per cent of the contract value (RO 50 million) to local Omani companies.-TradeArabia News Service
Region’s longest tunnel to open

ABU Dhabi authorities are pushing ahead with the Middle East’s longest traffic tunnel, which is set to be inaugurated on schedule before the end of this year, the semi-official daily Al Ittihad has said.

Nearly 80 per cent of the Dh5 billion ($1.36 billion) venture, one of the largest construction contracts in the region, has been completed and the tunnel and its adjoining roads and causeways will become fully operational by the end of 2011.

Quoting officials at the Abu Dhabi municipality, which oversees Al Salam tunnel project, the newspaper said most parts of the tunnel had already been opened and are being used by vehicles.

The tunnel had been due to be completed at the end of 2010 but was delayed because of technical and topographical reasons.

Officials had earlier indicated that part of the project was expected to be open by the end of June, including causeways linking Abu Dhabi mainland to the nearby Reem Island.

According to Ahmed Al Housani, a spokesman for the Abu Dhabi Municipality, the project has been delayed by the presence  of a large network of power and water cables and pipes, which he said had to be avoided during the construction process, mainly in the densely-populated Tourist Club area.

Another factor cited was that the tunnel passes under a densely populated area, which  means it is being constructed in a difficult topographical environment.

South Korea’s Samsung Construction is carrying out the project, which links the Tourist Club and other parts of the city to Reem Island, which will be home to at least 100,000 inhabitants. The causeways to the island have already been completed and are being used but have yet to be officially inaugurated.

More than 2,000 workers have been involved in the construction of the 3-km tunnel, which starts from the eastern entrance of Abu Dhabi city and runs under Al Salam Street towards Port Zayed on the western tip of the capital.

Around 2 km of the tunnel would be nearly 15 m underground while the rest would be open and near the surface level. The project also includes development of road networks stretching more than 20 km on the eastern edge of the capital towards the Northern Emirates.

The project has severely disrupted traffic and caused massive road bottlenecks on Al Salam Street and the Tourist Club area in the eastern part of the capital but officials say such problems would be a matter of the past once the tunnel and accompanying flyovers are completed, according to Emirates 24/7.

“This mega tunnel project is part of the municipality’s strategic aim to meet the requirements of a developing city, as well as respond to the needs of the growing population. Furthermore, the municipality’s efforts are directed towards securing an advanced network of infrastructure and transportation facilities to achieve the highest level of traffic efficiency in Abu Dhabi,” municipality officials told the newspaper.

Officials said the tunnel is part of a long-term blueprint by Abu Dhabi to expand its urban areas and road networks to cope with a sharp rise in population. 

UAE attracts over $75 bn in FDI in 10 years

Saudi is top foreign capital destination while UAE is largest capital exporter
The UAE has attracted more than $75 billion in foreign direct investment (FDI) since 2000 to emerge as the second largest foreign capital destination in the Arab world after Saudi Arabia, according to official data.
Saudi Arabia, the largest Arab economy, got nearly $130.5 billion in FDI during 2000-2010 while Egypt maintained its position as the third largest FDI recipient in the region, showed the figures by the Kuwaiti-based Inter-Arab Investment Guarantee Corporation (IAIGC), a key Arab League establishment.

The report showed cumulative FDI flow into the UAE totalled $75.7 billion during 2000-2011, nearly 17 per cent of the total Arab FDI inflow of $446 billion.

Saudi Arabia accounted for around 38 per cent of the overall Arab FDI despite a sharp decline in its FDI in 2010, when it stood at around $21.5 billion compared with nearly $36.5 billion in 2009, the report showed.

FDI flow stood at around $54 billion into Egypt, nearly $35 billion into Qatar, $31 billion into Lebanon and about $24 billion into Sudan.

Citing figures by the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD), the IAIGC report showed total FDI flow into the Arab region plunged by nearly $22 billion to $64 billion in 2010 from $86 billion in 2009.

A breakdown showed there was a decline in most regional states except Lebanon, Morocco, and conflict battered Libya and Iraq.

FID into the UAE edged down slightly to around $3.9 billion from $four billion while capital flow into Qatar slumped to $6.5 billion from $8.7 billion. The biggest fall was in Saudi Arabia, accounting for nearly $15 billion because of the shelving of some major hydrocarbon projects in the world's oil superpower.

Kuwait also suffered a sharp drop in FDI inflow from around $1.11 billion in 2009 to nearly $80 million in 2009, said the report, which gave no reason for the fall.

As for FDI outflow, the UAE emerged as the largest capital exporter in the Arab region, pumping nearly $52 billion into global markets during 2000-2009.

The report, which gave no figures for 2010, showed Kuwait came second, with capital outflow standing at $38 billion during that period. It was followed by Saudi Arabia, with around 36.8 billion, Qatar with nearly $15.9 billion, Libya with about $10.1 billion and Lebanon with an outflow of $six billion.

The cumulative capital flow out of the Arab region totalled around $177 billion during 2000-2009, according to the report.

In a recent report, UNCTAD ranked the UAE as the 30th largest capital exporter in the world as it was outstripped only by major developed nations.

UNCTAD figures covered only FDI as they did not include capital channeled by the Abu Dhabi Investment Authority (ADIA), one of the world's largest sovereign wealth funds (SWFs), with assets of between $300-900 billion.

The report showed FDI flow out of the UAE climbed to a record high of around $15.8 billion in 2008 from $14.5 billion in 2007 before plunging to nearly $2.7 billion in 2009 because of the global fiscal crisis and lower oil prices.

The report showed the United States was the top capital exporter in the world, channeling around $4.3 trillion during 1990-2009, more than a fifth of the world's total FDI outflow of nearly $18.9 trillion. It was followed by France with around $1.71 trillion, Britain with $1.65 trillion, and Germany, with $1.37 trillion. China also emerged as a giant capital exporter with nearly $1.36 trillion.

Huge Possibilities for Gulf Construction Sector

The construction sector in the Middle East is full of potential and primed for sustained growth, according to experts in the industry. This growth will occur even through the recent political turmoil and despite a lack of healthy and stable business plans.

The largest opportunities are in Qatar and Saudi Arabia, while India is also viewed as a market primed for growth. Considerable potential exists in Fujairah and Ajman, both emirates of the UAE, and in Kuwait, according to a white paper created by experts and released in a recent round table meeting. Industry experts and delegates of the Middle Eastern nations attended the discussion that occurred as a lead up to the CityBuild Construction Summit 2011 scheduled for next week. Business reporter Kevin Brass of The National moderated the talks.

Entitled “Rebuilding the Middle East,” this white paper examines the challenging conditions and opportunities within the construction sector in the Mideast after the political unrest and economic crisis. The report expects the healthcare and infrastructure industries to present prospects for profitable business enterprises, as will the energy sector.

Informa Exhibitions published the white paper as well as organizing CityBuild Abu Dhabi, the leading event for products related to the construction sector. Informa’s report supports the urgent need to bring more nationals into the construction sector.

The fact that the construction sector needs to reduce its dependence on the expat workforce is highlighted in the report. It also notes that the industry needs to search out new markets into order to secure business, as opposed to relying too heavily on familiar markets.

The industry experts sitting on this panel insisted that businesses working within the Middle East’s higher risk markets face the danger of collapsing under the pressure of financial crisis, civil unrest and the results of natural disasters, unless they work on the development of strong and stable plans for business continuity.

Many big companies are missing a framework for business continuity, according to panelist and Abu Dhabi’s GM of BSI, Ahmed Alkhatib. BSI is a firm specializing in standards and management systems certification and assessment. Even those that have a continuity plan do not have a genuine, practiced framework for that business continuity.

The Gulf Ambassador at the CIBO (Chartered Institute of Building), Stephen Lines, issued a warning that a “knee jerk” response to the political unrest was unwise. Lines added that construction firms operating in the region did not have healthy recovery strategies and need to create contingency plans based on the geography if they are to survive.

The white paper acknowledges that there is currently a fear of shrinking opportunities for construction firms in the Middle East with more nations becoming closed to businesses, while at the same time pointing out the mass of opportunities for this industry.

Lines noted that Saudi Arabia especially presents a large, booming market and is not expected to experience any major political upheavals.

MENEA director for the RICS (or Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors), Jim Drysdale, also weighed in on the report pointing to the $12 billion marked for infrastructure spending in Qatar well before the nation won the bid to host the World Cup in 2022.

Although nations like Libya, Egypt and Bahrain will require a recovery period, Lines stood firm in his opinion that the global community cannot afford to stand by while Libya remains tumultuous for too long. Libya lands at sixth place in terms of the largest reserves of oil in the world.

He noted that the current oil prices are evidence. Not recommending that the global community impose too many demands on Libya, Lines did suggest that the world be involved in developing the resources as well as the future of the nation.

AFRICA
Connecting Africa To The World

South Africa has been at the forfront of business matters in Africa by establishing an unquestioned supremacy in its business ventures. A report... 

The United Arab Emirates and South Africa have enjoyed a close commercial and political relationship right from the time the "rainbow nation" emerged from the dark shadows of apartheid to take its rightful place on the world stage. Recognising each other’s strengths, the two countries moved quickly to establish mutually beneficial ties, spanning not just the areas of trade and commerce but also high level government-to-government contacts that culminated in the visit of President Nelson Mandela to the UAE. The UAE was the first GCC country to recognise the new South Africa by establishing its Embassy in Pretoria in 1995. This early show of support by the leadership of the UAE for the newly emerging country is much appreciated in South Africa and has laid a solid foundation for cooperation between the two sides in the new millennium. 
According to Mahdi Basadien, South African Charge d'Affaires (former) in Abu Dhabi, healthy economic and trade ties underpin the strong relationship between South Africa and the United Arab Emirates. The fact that these ties are growing exponentially, is as much due to the support such activities receive from the authorities in the two countries, as it is to the fact that both the UAE and South Africa are trading and distribution hubs for their respective regions. The UAE is now undoubtedly the trading centre of the entire Middle East, just as South Africa is the gateway to the African hinterland. Both the countries are economically vibrant and have enterprising business communities. 

Overall trade between the two countries, excluding arms sales has been growing each year. According to Basadien, gold is a major export commodity and has been the focus of attention for the Standard Bank of South Africa Group. Standard Bank London, a Group subsidiary, opened its representative office in Dubai and was able to import gold valued at R2.1 billion to the emirates, thus taking the overall South African gold export figure to the UAE to well over R3 billion for the year. Apart from gold, South Africa is also a major exporter of steel to the emirates and South African construction, consultancy and service sectors are also playing a big role in the rapid development of the UAE. A company that merits special mention in this context is the construction giant Murray and Roberts which is closely associated with the construction of the prestigious Chicago Beach Tower in Dubai. According to Basadien, South Africa is very keen to attract investments from the UAE. The Embassy will hold a series of investment workshops in the UAE later this year with the aim of garnering a larger share of UAE overseas investment. "Many UAE businessmen are looking at short-term investments at the present moment and real estate could be a major attraction," he said. 

Pointing out the various attractions of South Africa as a destination for foreign investment, he points out that the country has a modern industrial and distribution infrastructure. It offers skilled labour, well established legal system, world-class financial systems and state-of-the art telecommunications. With the large-scale economic reforms now being carried out, the earning capacity of large numbers of the country's population is expected to go up in the coming years, leading to a burgeoning market. Referring to growing cultural and educational contacts between the two sides, Basadien said that over 70 UAE students went to various colleges and educational institutions in South Africa. "We are planning to bring groups of students from South Africa to the UAE on familiarisation trips," he added. 

Tourism is another area that has witnessed tremendous growth over the past few years. Following the establishment of direct air services between the two countries by Emirates and South African Airways, leisure-related travel has gone up by leaps and bounds. “Our country offers a huge variety of locations and activities to tourists from the Gulf... from beautiful wildlife parks with a huge variety of big game, to exciting holiday resorts such as the Lost City and Sun City, we have attractions to suit all tourists," Basadien said. South Africa is also a major participant at various exhibitions held in the UAE. 

Sophisticated Infrastructure 
SOUTH AFRICA: THE AFRICAN GIANT 

South Africa is a middle-income developing country with an abundant supply of natural resources, well-developed financial, legal, communications, energy, and transport sectors, a stock exchange which ranks among the ten largest in the world, and a modern infrastructure supporting an efficient distribution of goods to major urban centers throughout the region. With over four years having passed since the historic election of President Nelson Mandela in the country’s first multi-racial elections in April, 1994, South Africa remains the most advanced, broadly-based, and productive economy in Africa, with a Gross Domestic Product (GDP) nearly four times that of Egypt, its closest competitor on the African continent After more than four years of negative real GDP growth, the South African economy has seen steady growth since the onset of non-racial democracy. 
A primary objective of South Africa's government has been to redress the historical inequities in political, economic, and social opportunities between black and white South Africans bequeathed by apartheid-era regimes. While much remains unfinished in eliminating apartheid’s legacy and meeting the black community’s aspirations, some progress has been made in reducing economic distortions caused by past racial policies. Legal restrictions which prevented black South Africans from owning businesses, obtaining skilled jobs, or living in major urban centres have been eliminated. Black trade unions have been recognised and spending on socio-economic development for blacks, including education and health care, has increased substantially. A nascent but growing black middle class with disposable income now exists. Nonetheless, the disheartening effects of apartheid-era policies, particularly the "bantu" education system, will be felt for years to come.
However, the rainbow nation has used its new-found freedom to make huge strides in diversifying its economy and to create new business partners all around the world. The United Arab Emirates was one of the first countries in the Middle East to realise South Africa's potential as a trading partner soon after sanctions were lifted in the early 1990s. Formal links between the two countries go back to the middle of 1992, when a delegation led by the Dubai Chamber of Commerce and Industry - and comprising representatives of Dubai Government departments and Emirates Airline - first visited South Africa and laid the foundations of the relationship that is now blossoming into a mutually beneficial partnership. In the short span of five years, the two countries have come together in a productive partnership of mutual benefit - trade flows are booming and businessmen from both sides are busy capitalising on the lucrative avenues that have been opened up for them. 

The importance that the UAE attaches to its relationship with South Africa can be ascertained by the fact that it is one of the first GCC countries to open a full-fledged diplomatic mission in Pretoria, headed by a senior diplomat, Ambassador Ali Thani Al Suwaidi. The political stability in South Africa is unprecedented and the economy is growing faster than it has in a decade. South Africa, with its confluence of both first and third worlds, was once a middle-income developing economy founded on gold and diamonds, but has diversified over the past 50 years and is now much more broadly-based. South Africa has the most sophisticated free-market economy on the African continent. The country represents only 3% of the continent’s surface area, yet it accounts for 40% of all industrial output, 25% of gross domestic product, over half of generated electricity and 45% of mineral production. Manufacturing represents the largest sector of the economy, contributing 26 percent of GDP, followed by finance and business services (16 percent), commerce (13 percent), mining (11 percent) and agriculture (6 percent). The UAE's proximity to the country means the Emirates is posed to take advantage of the rich resources South Africa has to offer. 

"While South Africa represents a whole new market of continental dimensions, the UAE is the undisputed gateway to the Arabian Gulf and the Middle East. Growing numbers of South African businesses are setting up offices and distribution facilities, not just in Dubai and Abu Dhabi but in the Jebel Ali Free Zone as well," says Mahdi Basadien, Charge d’Affaires at South Africa’s embassy in Abu Dhabi. "South Africa's domestic manufacturing base is ranked 30th in the world and exports 40 per cent of its manufactured goods within Africa - a clear indication of the country's impeccable credentials as an established trading entity," he says. A well developed manufacturing base means that the country is constantly scouting for new markets world-wide, among them the Gulf region and the Middle East stand out as attractive propositions. The Indian Ocean rim, which includes Iran, Pakistan, India and the Gulf States, is a very important area for South African products and services. President Nelson Mandela has called on Gulf investors to enter joint ventures with black South African businessmen to give the majority a bigger stake in the white-dominated economy. While the Gulf states are very rich in oil, South Africa is very rich in minerals, gold, diamonds, manganese, platinum and coal. Thus trade between the two sides is poised for a longterm mutually beneficial course. 

"While South Africa is opening up new channels for UAE exports, goods from the UAE are increasingly being re-exported to countries such as Zimbabwe, Zambia, Botswana, Swaziland and Lesotho through South Africa's well established distribution network," says Mahdi Basadien. South Africa has become the re-export centre for southern Africa. UAE’s exports to South Africa mainly comprise textiles and oil-related products. "South African exports to the UAE have registered an amazing increase as a result of an increase in exports of raw materials such as steel and chemicals, as well as finished consumer products from South Africa," he said. 

South African exports to the UAE comprise base metals and allied products, steel - for both construction and general engineering; machinery, electronics equipment, minerals; defence equipment; chemicals, plastic goods and foodstuff. In the reverse direction, the emirates exports machinery, transportation equipment, consumer electronics, home appliances, ball bearings, computer accessories and textiles, among other products to South Africa. The UAE is particularly attractive to South African businesses as it is represents a market of huge demand, not just for domestic consumption, but also for re-export. It is also known for timely payments and reliable partners, is the ideal staging-post for business ventures throughout the region and has excellent communications and transportation links to South Africa. 

Dubai has become a major attraction for South Africans with thousands visiting the emirate for tourism and for exploring business opportunities. The trend is evident as last year over 30,000 South Africans obtained visas to visit the UAE. This growth is testimony to the success of the campaign launched by the Department of Tourism and Commerce Marketing to promote Dubai in south Africa. Gulf ties with Pretoria were almost non-existent during apartheid because the Arab League backed the Organisation of African Unity's position of no contact with its white rulers. But with South Africa entering a new political era, trade restrains were expeditiously lifted. The past few years have seen a significant number of South African companies - prominent among them being Woolworths, African General Trading, Genrec, Jostin Trading, Emirates Paper Mills, Almar, Amalgamated Reinforcing and Blastrite Gulf - set up operations in the UAE. 

In addition to direct trade, there is heightened interest from Dubai businesses interested in investing in both commercial and residential property, especially in the Cape area. Quite a few Gulf nationals have already invested in property in South Africa, where real estate prices are about 25 per cent below projected levels. As the relationship between the two countries develops in scope and stature, plenty of opportunities are becoming available to South African as well as Gulf investors, entrepreneurs and holiday travellers. Given such a positive climate, the joint efforts of the UAE and South African governments and private sector organisations to create an ever-greater economic bond between the two countries are also expected to keep pace. 

South African Business Group 
PROMOTING TWO-WAY TRADE
Growing trade ties between the United Arab Emirates and South Africa have resulted in the formation of the South African Business Group in the UAE with the objective of promoting business between the two countries. The Group aims at helping both UAE and South African businessmen establish useful contacts and increase bi-lateral trade. “A growing number of South African businessmen are now coming to the UAE in search of new markets and new sources of supply. We try to help these people during their visit to the UAE by introducing them to the right people,” says Ian Brown, chairman of the informal South African Business Group. 
The Middle East holds a special attraction for South African businessmen because of its huge domestic market and as a connecting point to bigger markets beyond. Steel, chemicals, paper, foodstuff, plastic goods and defence equipment are among the major products exported from South Africa to the UAE. With increased trade activity between the two countries, more and more South Africans are realising the immense potential of the UAE market not only as a regional hub of trade and commerce but also as the biggest re-export centre in the Middle East.
“We are receiving a large number of inquiries from South African companies wanting to set up some kind of operation in the UAE. An increasing number of businessmen from South Africa are also now coming to the UAE on fact-finding trips, looking for avenues to expand their operations in the UAE. We try to provide guidance and assistance to these people," says Ian Brown. According to Brown, many South African businessmen are looking for trade and investment opportunities in the UAE. The country’s booming economy, excellent infrastructral facilities and strategic location are some of the main incentives that are attracting an increasing number of South African businesspeople to the UAE. Tax-free income and a reliable and efficient banking system offered by the UAE further add to this attraction. In the absence of a commercial attache (till 1998) at the South African Embassy in the UAE, the Business Group had been playing an instrumental role in helping South African businessmen during their forays to the UAE.

Exim Bank's Line of Credit of USD 5 million to the Indo- Zambia Bank Limited
Export-Import Bank of India (Exim Bank) has concluded an Agreement dated September 29, 2010 with the Indo-Zambia Bank Limited making available to the latter, a Line of Credit (LOC) of USD 5 million (USD five million) for financing eligible goods and services. The goods and services from India for exports under this Agreement are those which are eligible for export under the Foreign Trade Policy of the Government of India and whose purchase may be agreed to be financed by the Exim Bank under this Agreement.

2. The Credit Agreement under the LOC is effective from June 29, 2011 and the date of execution of the Agreement is September 29, 2010. Under the LOC, the last date for opening of Letters of Credit and Disbursement will be 36 months (June 28, 2014) and 42 months (December 28, 2014) from the execution date of the Credit Agreement respectively.

3. Shipments under the credit will have to be declared on GR / SDF Forms as per instructions issued by the Reserve Bank from time to time.

4. While no agency commission shall be payable in respect of exports financed under the above line of credit, the Reserve Bank may consider, on merits, requests for payment of commission up to a maximum of 5 per cent of the FOB (free on board)/ CFR (cost and freight)/ CIF (cost, insurance and freight) value in respect of goods exported and which require after sales service. In such cases, commission will have to be paid by deduction from the invoice of relevant shipment to agents and the reimbursable amount by the Exim Bank to the negotiating bank will be 90 per cent of the FOB / CFR / CIF value. Approval for the payment of commission should be obtained from the office of the Reserve Bank of India (Foreign Exchange Department) within whose jurisdiction the Head Office of the exporter is situated, before the relevant shipment is effected. In other cases (i.e. exports not involving after sales service), if required, the exporter may use his own resources or utilize the balances of his EEFC a/c for payment of agency commission in free foreign exchange. Authorised Dealer Category–I (AD Category –I ) banks may allow such remittance after realization of full payment of contract value subject  to compliance of prevailing instructions on payment of agency commission.

5. AD Category-I banks may bring the contents of this circular to the notice of their exporter constituents and advise them to obtain full details of the Line of Credit from the Exim Bank’s office at Centre One, Floor 21, World Trade Centre Complex, Cuffe Parade, Mumbai 400 005  or log on to www.eximbankindia.in.

6. The directions contained in this circular have been issued under sections 10(4) and 11(1) of the Foreign Exchange Management Act (FEMA), 1999 (42 of 1999) and are without prejudice to permissions / approvals, if any, required under any other law.

10-year national power plan 

HCM CITY — Prime Minister Nguyen Tan Dung has approved a 10-year national power development plan that targets production and import of 330 billion KWh by 2020. 

Under the 2011-20 plan, 3 per cent of this total will be imported. The remaining 97 per cent will comprise 19.6 per cent of hydropower, 46.8 per cent of thermal power, 24 per cent of gas-generated power, 4.5 per cent of renewable energy, and 2.1 per cent of nuclear power.

The competitive power market will be developed with various forms of investment in building power plants and trading of electricity. The monopolised State control of the tranmission line system remains to ensure the national energy security.

Priority will be given to developing renewable energy sources including solar and wind power as well as energy production from biomass. The plan envisages electricity production from renewable sources to increase from 3.5 per cent in 2010 to 4.5 per cent in 2020 and 6 per cent in 2030.

Wind power capacity will be raised to 1,000MW in 2020 and around 6,200MW in 2030, equivalent to 0.7 per cent of the country's total output in 2020 and to 2.4 per cent in 2030.

Hydropower generation will be increased from the current 9,200MW to 17,400MW in 2020.

By 2020, the first nuclear power plant in Viet Nam will be put into operation and in 10 years, the sector will produce a total of 10,700MW, equivalent to 10.1 per cent of the country's total output.

The plan also aims to supply electricity to all families in the country's rural areas by 2020. — VNS

Uganda relies heavily on agriculture, the basis of livelihood for 80% of the population. Plantains, cassava, sweet potatoes and maize are major subsistence crops. The major export crop is coffee, with some revival of tea, tobacco and cotton production. There is a modest manufacturing and tourism sector and relatively new development of horticulture. Exports continue to rise. Successful exploration has revealed oil reserves which may have an important future economic impact.

Uganda's economy has performed well in recent years, averaging around 6% annual growth between 1998 and 2005. By maintaining macroeconomic stability and liberal economic policies it has been able to attract some multinational investment and donor support. GDP is still growing but is below the levels required (approximately 7% per annum) to meet the Millenium Development Goal poverty reduction targets, and the current energy crisis may retard this still further. Public Administration expenditure still represents too big a percentage of the budget (around 18%) and sufficient revenue collection continues to be difficult. The Government's past commitments to reduce corruption appear to be waning despite the arrest in May 2007 of three former Health Ministers over alleged involvement in the embezzlement of funds intended for public health campaigns.
HISTORY

Uganda developed from the 19th century kingdom of Buganda, which was declared a British protectorate in 1894. The protectorate was extended to other traditional kingdoms in 1896 and the rest of the country brought under central administration by 1914. British administration followed the principles of indirect rule, which included special measures of autonomy for the Baganda. African representation in government increased steadily after 1945. This met some resistance from the traditionalists and separatists among the Baganda. Uganda became independent in October 1962 under a constitution that safeguarded the autonomy of Baganda and the other kingdoms. Milton Obote, leader of the Uganda People's Congress (UPC), was elected Prime Minister, with the Kabaka (Buganda monarch) as non executive President.

Obote moved against the Kabaka in 1966. A new centralised constitution stripped the kingdoms and monarchical institutions of their powers. In 1971 Obote was ousted in a military coup. Idi Amin then established a brutal dictatorship which lasted until 1979. It was finally removed with military assistance from Tanzania. Hastily organised elections in 1980 returned Obote's UPC to power on a disputed mandate. 'Obote II' relied heavily on the support of the army and soon became embroiled in a savage guerrilla war against Yoweri Museveni's National Resistance Army (NRA). Obote was overthrown in an army coup in 1985. General Tito Okello established a short-lived military council but in January 1986, the NRA occupied Kampala and Museveni was installed as President. One million Ugandans had been killed by war; two million uprooted as refugees; 500,000 seriously injured; and the economy was in ruins.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

East African Community

The new EAC was formally launched in January 2001. It has a parliament, the East African Legislative Assembly, and a secretariat in Arusha (Tanzania). A Customs Union protocol, signed in 2004, came into effect on 1 January 2005. As a member of IGAD (comprising Uganda, Ethiopia, Eritrea, Djibouti, Somalia and Sudan), Uganda has taken an active interest in the Somali peace process and has deployed 1700 troops in Somalia as the initial component of an African Union peace support operation.

Great Lakes regional conflict

Uganda played an active role in the conflict in the Democratic Republic of Congo from 1996 and was one of five signatories to the 1999 Lusaka Cease-fire Agreement. Under the terms of the 2002 Luanda Agreement between Uganda and DRC, Uganda completed the withdrawal of its troops in June 2003. The situation in the DRC remains precarious, including in Ituri province, neighbouring Uganda, further complicated by the presence of LRA elements in north eastern DRC.

Relations with Rwanda suffered over the DRC, culminating in clashes between the Ugandan and Rwandan armies at Kisangani (DRC) in 1999 and 2000. Tension was bolstered by mutual accusations of support for dissidents. The UK facilitated a series of meetings between Presidents Museveni and Kagame between 2001 and 2004 which have helped to ease the strains, and relations are now much improved.

Sanctions

UN sanctions (UNSCRs 918, 997 and 1011) impose restrictions on the sale or supply of arms and related materiel to persons in states neighbouring Rwanda, including Uganda, when the goods in question are intended for use in Rwanda. To implement these measures, the United Nations Arms Embargoes Orders 1993-1998 set out the licensing requirements in the UK for all acts associated with such sale or supply. Corresponding Orders exist for the Dependent Territories and Crown Dependencies. In early 2004, UNSCR 1533 established an Arms Embargo monitoring mechanism for Eastern DRC, with the primary aim of denying arms to militia groups and identifying those trying to supply such groups.

Uganda's Relations with the UK

Visits

The UK has a strong bilateral relationship and a significant development partnership with Uganda. There are frequent contacts, the most recent ones were:

· Visits to Uganda by Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II, His Royal Highness The Duke of Edinburgh and Their Royal Highnesses The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of Cornwall (November 2007), Prime Minister Gordon Brown (November 2007), David Miliband, Foreign Secretary (November 2007), Hilary Benn, Secretary of State for International Development (May 2006 and April 2005), Lord Bach, Parliamentary Secretary, Department for Enviroment, Food & Rural Affairs (August 2005), Chris Mullin, FCO Minister for Africa (August 2004), and Jack Straw, Foreign Secretary (January 2002). Clare Short, Secretary of State for International Development, visited regularly 1999 to 2002. 

· Visits to the UK by President Museveni in October 2005 and January 2004, May 2003, three times in 2002 and twice in 2001. Visits by Hon Sam Kutesa, Minister of Foreign Affairs in July and September 2007 and May and October 2005 and by Hon Amama Mbabazi, Minister of Defence in May 2005. 

UK Nationals

An estimated 3,000 UK nationals live and work in Uganda.

Cultural Relations

The British Council in Uganda is the focal point for cultural relations between Britain and Uganda.

GEOGRAPHY

Uganda is a land-locked country lying on the equator in central Africa. It shares borders with Sudan, DRCongo, Rwanda, Tanzania and Kenya. 20% of the country is covered by inland lakes. The rest ranges through tropical rain forest to savannah with mountains on the western border. The climate is tropical.

TRADE AND INVESTMENT

Trade and Investment with the UK

The UK is Uganda's largest export market (£11.63 million in 2005 and £12.95 million in 2006) and third largest source of imports (after Kenya and the Far East). UK exports to Uganda were worth £36.40 million in 2004 and £37.23 million in 2005.

Development

Uganda has made significant strides in reducing poverty, though it remains one of the world's most impoverished countries, placed 154 out of 177 on the 2007 World Development Report. Between 1992 and 2006 it achieved a reduction from 56% to 31% of the population living below the poverty line. Primary school enrolment rose from 62% to 86%, putting Uganda on track to meet the Millennium Development Goals for education, though there have been problems with the drop-out rate. There have been improvements in healthcare indicators and significant success in tackling HIV/AIDS, with prevalence among expectant mothers falling from 20% in the early 1990s to 6% in 2002, though infection rates have risen slightly since and had reached an estimated 7.1% by 2006/7. Uganda also has many other challenges, including its high population growth rate, one of the biggest in Africa.

Uganda was the first country to receive HIPC debt relief in 1998, and achieved Completion Point in April 2000. Debt relief is currently worth about $100m annually. Lower interest rate and export earnings forecasts have seen the key debt:export ratio rise from 150% to around 300% but debt service ratios as a percentage of domestic revenues (c. 10%) remain well below the critical threshold.

United Nations Development Programme 

World Bank 

The UK is one of Uganda's largest bilateral donors and has provided around £740 million in development assistance since 1986. Uganda is DFID's second largest programme in Africa. In 2004/5, £35 million was provided in Poverty Reduction Budget Support out of a total programme of over £60 million. In 2007 the UK committed to a newten-year development partnership worth £700 million, guaranteeing at least £70 million a year in development assistance.
POLITICS

A key, and controversial, feature of Uganda's politics since 1986 was the so-called 'no party' political system, or Movement System. Uganda's 1995 constitution provided for political participation and voting but prohibited political parties from sponsoring candidates. A Referendum in 2000 found 91% in favour of continuing the Movement system, although turnout was low and the pro multiparty side had limited opportunity to present their case. Museveni won 74% of the vote in the 1996 elections and 69% of the vote in 2001. The 2001 elections were marred in places by violence and intimidation and Museveni's main rival, Dr Kizza Besigye, subsequently left the country to spend the next four years in South Africa.

After 2001 calls for multi-party democracy in Uganda became more persistent. In July 2005 a further referendum was held to decide on the political system. This time the government supported the change and secured a 92% vote in favour of restoring multi-partyism. The opposition boycotted the referendum and turn out was low (47%). Parliament voted in August 2005 to lift the constitutional two-term limit on the office of President to allow unlimited terms. Museveni therefore stood again in elections held in February 2006, the first multi-party elections since 1980, and won with 59% of the vote His nearest challenger, Dr Kizza Besigye, gained 37%. The NRM(O) won 191 of 215 parliamentary seats in the main ballot; the rest of the 305-strong parliament was made up of 69 District Women’s Representatives and representatives of the Ugandan Army, the youth, persons with disabilities, and workers, a large majority of whom represent the NRM(O).

Besigye returned to Uganda from exile in South Africa in October 2005. He was arrested on treason and rape charges three weeks later, which led to violent street protests in Kampala and elsewhere in Uganda. While in detention he was nominated as the Presidential candidate for the Forum for Democratic Change (FDC). He was obliged to simultaneously defend himself in the High Court on the criminal charges and campaign on behalf of the FDC and his own Presidential candidacy. The arrest and detention of such a major opposition figure, as well as the blocking of campaign rallies and unequal access to state resources, raised some concerns about the election process. The EU Observation Mission and the Commonwealth Observer Group concluded that the election had represented the will of the people, despite identifying significant flaws in the campaign process.

Political parties had already emerged in expectation of the switch to a multi-party system. The National Resistance Movement Organisation (NRM(O)) is the previous establishment in new guise; the Uganda People's Congress (UPC), Democratic Party (DP) and Conservative Party (CP),Uganda's pre 1986 parties, have declined; the Forum for Democratic Change (FDC) has emerged and is now the main opposition group in parliament holding 37 seats.

Tensions between the opposition and government have centred on the subversion of the independence of the judicial process, particularly during the ongoing trial of individuals suspected of involvement with a rebel group called the PRA. On 31 January 2007 opposition MPs suspended their participation in Parliament for three weeks over political manipulation of the justice system, and in March 2007 judges and lawyers went on strike in protest.

Uganda staged a successful Commonwealth Heads of Government Conference in November 2007, hosting more than 50 heads of state and government including Queen Elizabeth II.

Northern Uganda

The Lord's Resistance Army (LRA) has been conducting an insurgency in the Acholi area of Northern Uganda for 20 years. This has involved a brutal campaign of atrocities against the local Acholi and Langi population, often in punishment for failure to support their cause. Some 1.7 million of the population of Gulu, Kitgum and Pader Districts in northern Uganda still live in Internally Displaced Persons camps, though there has been a small increase in security in the last few months. Successive Ugandan military campaigns against the LRA failed to end the conflict. In October 2005 the International Criminal Court issues arrest warrants for five LRA leaders. The majority of the LRA is now based in the DRC and Southern Sudan. In May 2006 the government of Southern Sudan offered to mediate between the LRA and the Ugandan government. Peace Talks between the Government of Uganda and the LRA are ongoing in Juba in Southern Sudan. Despite numerous setbacks and long delays sporadic talks have continued, aided by the appointment of former President of Mozambique Joachim Chissano as Special Envoy of the UN Secretary General. A cessation of hostilities agreement was signed on 26 August 2006, and a second agreement signed on 2 May 2007. The talks remain fragile, and may be further jeopardised by indications of a serious split in the LRA. But the deadline for agreement has been extended, most recently to 31 January 2008, and the talks still offer hope of a lasting, peaceful solution.
HUMAN RIGHTS

Uganda's human rights record improved enormously after Museveni came to power in 1986. It still has a reasonably free media, though this freedom is occasionally curtailed when the government perceives a conflict with national interest. It also has active civil society organisations. Rule of law problems remain, including poor policing and questionable activities by security agencies such as allegations of illegal detention, torture and politically motivated harassment. Demonstrations in Kampala have been met with a brutal response from security services, most recently in April 2007 following the proposed allocation of forest land to a sugar growing company. The judiciary has proved itself to be independent and a strong critic of government, but has come under intense political pressure and faced increasing intimidation from security services. The worst cases of human rights abuse occur in Northern Uganda where the general public has not been provided with adequate protection from the rebels or the military. The Ugandan military has also faced accusations

The existing Guidelines for MDA stand modified to that extent, superceding relevant provisions/instructions and will be effective from 1.12.2007.

ANNEXURE-III

SCREENING COMMITTEE- GUIDELINES 

Objectives

The objective of screening by the Screening Committee is to assess the suitability of an Indian engineering contracting company from all points of view- technical, financial and managerial competence- before it is allowed to participate in tenders for overseas construction engineering contracts (civil/ electro-mechanical etc.).

Screening Committee approval is generally accorded selectively for activities for which applicant companies have established capability in one or more of the following construction engineering activities involving:

i. Dams, canals, irrigation works, tunnels and earthworks.

ii. Roads, bridges, flyovers, airports.

iii. Water and sewage treatment plants, pipelines.

iv. Buildings including commercial and factory complexes, hotels, schools and hospitals.

v. Special foundations and structural works, docks and sea water works/ports.

vi. Electrification, air-conditioning and utilities.

vii. Any other structure, infrastructure, utility or activity to be determined by the Screening Committee.

viii. General contractors with capabilities in combination of two or more areas in the above range of activities.

Scope

The coverage of Screening Committee includes all companies wishing to undertake overseas construction engineering projects involving design, construction, erection and/or commissioning. Indian companies wishing to export  project construction items or consultancy services are outside the purview of the Screening Committee.

Types of Clearance

Clearance may be accorded to an applicant company for one or more of the following:

i. 
     Prime Contractor   or

ii. 
     Sub Contractor to a Foreign Contracting Company  or

iii. 
     Sub Contractor to Indian Company

The clearance may be given either on a specific value basis or for regular overseas operations, depending on the track record within the country, financial position, management expertise and in-house capability.

Minimum Criteria:

Contractors are normally expected to fulfill following requirements before they can gain approval of the Screening Committee.

ii) company should be a limited company - either private limited or public limited or a Government undertaking/department

iii) company should have a minimum turnover of  Rs. 10 crores (last three years) for getting approval by the screening committee.
iv) company should have minimum tangible net worth and operating experience as under:

*    An applicant company being considered as Prime-contractor should have a minimum experience of 10 years, in undertaking  some comparable type of works in India.  Similarly in case of Sub contractor to Foreign Prime-contractor the minimum experience should be 7 years.  In the case of a Sub-contractor to an Indian Prime-Contractor, the experience in the line of activity in India should be a minimum of 3 years.

iv)
In respect of newly formed firms/companies, joint-ventures or SPV’s created with  a view to undertaking and executing overseas projects, the criteria for any one of the Indian or overseas constituents / partners would form the basis for granting approvals 

Screening Procedure:

Applications from applicant company should be submitted in 12 copies in the prescribed form, allowing for a 4 weeks time for decision so as to enable receipt of reports from company’s bankers on the standing credit worthiness and dealings and also to enable suitable appraisal.  PEPC will scrutinise and supplement data to the extent necessary to make the facts complete and ensure that the applications reach the Committee Members atleast 10 days before the scheduled date of the meeting.

Screening Committee accords clearance after taking into account the following factors:

i)
Constitution of Board of Directors of a company including the qualifications, background and experience of directors;

ii)
Track record of a company regarding projects executed in India and overseas, as also the nature of works undertaken.  Particular emphasis is placed on record of timely completion; and value of  single largest contract executed;

iii)
Exposure of a company’s management and personnel in dealing  with international organisations, and in executing works to international specifications. This is of particular relevance if the company seeks clearance as Sub-contractor to a foreign  company (from a third country);

iv)
Qualifications and experience of key-personnel currently in full - time employment of company.

v)
Financial position of a company, including contingent liability and bank loans as a proportion to the net-worth; and paid up capital;

vi)
Approach to international marketing and information systems. Ability of the company to furnish information required by institutions, from time to time.

vii)
The plant and machinery owned by the company, the nature and size of which would commensurate with the volume of business proposed to be undertaken.  Though these equipments may not be of use overseas, considering their unsuitability to the job proposed, this factor will give the Committee an idea of the applicant company’s status in the business and his familiarity in handling equipment, a factor that is very important for the purpose of deciding his suitability for undertaking contracts overseas.

These are broad criteria for approval of companies.  However, the Screening Committee in its discretion may approve a particular company to take up jobs abroad or renew the approval.

Validity of Clearance:

Clearance accorded by the Screening Committee is valid for a period of three years after which company must approach Screening Committee afresh.

Renewal applications shall have to be submitted in the prescribed format for clearance by the Screening Committee of the Council.

Review of Companies already screened

Review occurs in the following situations:

i)
Those seeking change in status (e.g. from Sub-contractor to Prime-contractor or from one-shot to regular)

ii)
Companies whose guarantees have been invoked, or where recurring disputes have arisen either with clients or with Sub-contractors, leading to litigation etc.

iii)
Company whose management/ownership has undergone major change since the date of original approval.

For the above, PEPC works out a procedure for obtaining information from their members on a quarterly basis.

In case of adverse reports about a screened firm reported to the Screening Committee by any of its members, the Screening Committee will be entitled to take such action as it may deem fit including reduction in value limits approved or de-listing from the approved list.

Quorum of the Meeting:

Three members shall be the quorum of Meeting of the Screening Committee provided the three members shall include one member representing Government Department, one representing Financial Institution and one from industry.

Presence of Company’s representative :

The committee may ask the applicant company to depute its representative at the meeting for clarifications or the company may depute its representative with the permission of the Committee.

PROCEDURES FOR PROJECT EXPORTS – CONSULTANCY SERVICES

Under the procedures prescribed in the Project Export Manual, consultancy projects to be undertaken by Indian Consultancy Organizations are required to be approved by a Competent Authority, both at pre-tender and post tender stages.  If the consultancy contract is for less than Rs. 5 crore, then these clearances have to be obtained from the respective Authorized Dealer of foreign exchange and if the value of the contract is between Rs. 5 crore and Rs.10 crore, then the approval is required from Exim Bank.  If it exceeds Rs. 10 crore, the approval is to be obtained from the Working Group consisting of members form Exim Bank, RBI, ECGC and the Authorized Dealer/Commercial Bank of the Consultant.

The requirement of getting prior clearance from the concerned authorities for such consultancy contracts which are on cash basis and are with the Overseas Government Agencies and are also funded by multilateral funding agencies may be dispensed with by suitable amendments in PEM procedures and FEMA.

PROCEDURE FOR CLEARANCE OF PROPOSALS OF PROJECT EXPORTS -– Construction/turnkey Engineering

(i)
All applications to the Working Group are required to be submitted by the exporters through their bankers (who must be authorised dealers in foreign exchange) in the prescribed form in the required number of copies sufficiently in advance to enable the Working Group to hold a meeting of its members for consideration of the proposal.  When a proposal is approved by the Working Group, a package clearance is granted by Exim Bank, on behalf of all the members of the Working Group and conveyed to the exporters’ bankers through whom the proposal was received.  The Working Group’s clearance will ordinarily be given within a period of seven days from the date of receipt of the application, provided it is complete in all respects.

(ii)
Exporters desiring to submit bids for execution of projects abroad including service contracts will not be required to obtain clearance for submission of bids from the authorised dealer /Exim Bank/ Working Group.  However, exporters in such cases are required to ensure that the conditions as laid down in the Memo PEM are complied with.

(iii)
On the basis of experience gained over the years and in order to enable the exporters 

to expeditiously obtain clearance for contracts for supply of engineering goods on deferred payment terms, turnkey contracts and civil construction contracts, powers have been delegated to authorised dealers and Exim Bank to grant post-award clearances in cases where the contract value does not exceed U.S. Dollar 100 Million.  Proposals for undertaking such export contracts up to the value of U.S. Dollar 100 Million will, therefore, be cleared by authorised dealers / Exim Bank .  Proposals for undertaking such contracts exceeding U.S. Dollar 100 Million in value will need to be cleared by the Working Group. 

“As regards civil construction contracts, the Working Group will consider proposals only from contractors who are on the approved list of Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India in order to ensure that only contractors having the necessary competence and capability undertake overseas construction contracts”.

(iv)
In the case of contracts for export of services on cash payment terms  requiring fund-based and/or non-fund based facilities, as also those involving deferred payment terms, authorised dealers and Exim Bank have been empowered to grant clearance upto the value of U.S. Dollar 100 Million.  Proposals for undertaking such export contracts will, therefore, be cleared by authorised dealers/Exim Bank upto the value of U.S. Dollar 100 Million.  Proposals for undertaking such contracts exceeding U.S. Dollar 100 Million in value will need to be cleared by the Working Group.

(v) 
Proposals for deferred payment export or turnkey projects against Buyers’ Credits as well as for export of managerial / technical consultancy services  on deferred payment terms as also those on cash payment terms involving grant of any fund-based and/or non-fund based facilities in excess of the monetary limits mentioned in sub-paragraph (iv) above will need the prior approval of the Working Group.

EXPORT PROMOTION SCHEMES - SERVED FROM INDIA SCHEME
Government of India has introduced "Served from India Scheme" to facilitate exporter of various type of services. The objective of this scheme is to accelerate growth in export of services so as to create a powerful and unique 'Served From India' brand, instantly recognized and respected world over. 

Under this scheme, Service Providers of more than 100 services like Professional Services, Computer Related services, Hotels, Restaurants, Educational Services, Research and Development services, Communication Services, Construction and Related Engineering Services, Distribution Service, Environmental related Services, Tourism and Transport related Services, Health Related Social Service, Recreational, Cultural and Sporting Services etc. (List is at Appendix 10 of Hand Book of Procedure on DGFT Website- http://www.dgft.gov.in under "Downloads") are entitled for Duty Credit Scrip. Service providers, who have a total foreign exchange earning of at least Rs.10 Lakhs in preceding or current financial year shall qualify for Duty Credit Scrip. For Individual Service Providers, the criterion is reduced to Rs.5 Lakhs of foreign exchange earnings.

However under Para 3.18.1 of Handbook of Procedure~ Vol. I, many types of services and / or remittances are not eligible for benefits under the scheme. These are:

1. Sources of foreign exchange earnings such as equity or debt participation, donations, receipts of repayment of loans etc. and any other inflow of foreign exchange, unrelated to rendering of service, would be ineligible.

2. Foreign Exchange remittances:

I. related to Financial Services Sector

1. Raising of all types of foreign currency Loans;

2. Export proceeds realization of clients;

3. Issuance of Foreign Equity through ADRs / GDRs or other similar

instruments;

4. Issuance of foreign currency Bonds;

5. Sale of securities and other financial instruments;

6. Other receivables not connected with services rendered by financial

     institutions; and

II. earned through contract / regular employment abroad (e.g. labour

    remittances);

3. Payments for services received from EEFC Account;

4. Foreign exchange turnover by Healthcare Institutions like equity participation, donations etc. (However, remittances received on account of medical treatment, surgery, testing, consultancy and health care provided by the institution shall be eligible);

5. Foreign exchange turnover by Educational Institutions like equity participation, donations etc. (However remittances received on account of the course fees and consultancy provided by the institution shall be eligible);

6. Export turnover relating to services of units operating under SEZ / EOU / EHTP /

STPI / BTP Schemes or supplies of services made to such units;

7. Clubbing of turnover of services rendered by SEZ / EOU / EHTP / STPI / BTP units

with turnover of DT A Service Providers; and

8. Export of Goods.

Service Providers (except Hotels, Restaurants and other Service Providers in Tourism Sector) are entitled to Duty Credit Scrip of 10% of foreign exchange earned during preceding financial year. Hotels of one-star and above (including managed hotels) and heritage hotels approved by Department of Tourism and other Service providers in tourism sector registered with Department of Tourism shall be entitled to 5% while Stand-alone restaurants are entitled for 10% of foreign exchange earned by them in preceding financial year.

"Duty Credit Scrip" may be used for import of any capital goods including spares, office equipment and professional equipment, office furniture and consumables, provided it is part of their main line of business. In the case of hotels and stand-alone restaurants, the duty credit entitlement may also be used for the import of food items and alcoholic beverages. The utilization is with AU Condition and Non-transferable except within a Group Company or Managed Hotel.

This benefit of Duty Credit Scrip is granted from Regional Offices of DGFT, spread all over the country. Duty Credit Scrip of nearly Rs.1000 Cr is granted annually, based on previous years Foreign Exchange earned by Service Providers.
